The series “Panhandle” will film in and around Savannah between now and July 2022. 
“Panhandle” is a television series about a wealthy eccentric man who teams up with a female 
police officer to solve small town crimes. Our production has turned in a permit application 
and is requesting to film on Tuesday, May 3 and Wednesday, May 4.  
 
We are requesting the following: 
 
PREP DAY: Monday, May 2  (7:00 AM to 7:00 PM) 

• Equipment and trucks will arrive on Monday, May 2 and park on Fisherman’s Walk 
and Inlet Avenue Beach Access for SET 1 as well as 18th Street between Strand 
Avenue and Butler Avenue for SET 2. 

• Mud Mats will be placed down going out to the beach on Inlet Avenue Beach 
Access for our carts and gear to go onto the beach on May 3 and May 4. 

• Our production will start security 24/7 until the filming is completed and equipment 
picked up. 

• Crew will lay cable to prepare for filming. 
 
  FILM DAYS: Tuesday, May 3 & Wednesday, May 4 (5:00 AM to 10:00 PM) 

• An increase in work trucks and crew vehicles will be present. 
• The production will start at SET 1 - Inlet Avenue and Fishermans Walk and then 

move to SET 2 -18th Street between Strand Avenue and Butler Avenue and 19th 
Street. 

• The production has requested police officers to assist with crew and pedestrian 
safety. 

 
STRIKE DAY:  Thursday, May 5 & Friday, May 6 (7:00 AM to 7:00 PM) 

• Crew will park in the same Work Truck zones as with prep. 
• All cable, equipment and mud mats will be picked up and areas cleaned.
